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Decision-making bodies of the Paramedicine Board of 
Australia 
 
Under section 37 of the National Law, National Boards have the power to delegate decision-making 
functions. 
 
Below is a list of the Committees that have been established by the Paramedicine Board of Australia 
(ParaBA) to exercise delegated decision-making functions pursuant to Schedule 4, clause 11 of the 
National Law: 
 

• Registration Notification and Compliance Committee 
• Multi-Profession Immediate Action Committee 
• Paramedicine Accreditation Committee 
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
